Collections policy

If Healing Arts Institute has made a reasonable attempt to collect money that is owed to Healing Arts Institute by the student and the student does not pay his/her account in full, Healing Arts Institute reserves the right to seek and involve legal action and/or a collection agency in order to collect any monies due.  If the school involves a collection agency or legal service, then the student is also responsible for an additional 35% to 50% of the amount owed to the school.

Returned Check Fee:  $20.00 per check.  If the school receives a returned check the school will no longer accept checks from the student and s/he will need to pay with cash or money orders for all future payments to Healing Arts Institute.

Student Liability Insurance:  Although the school has liability insurance that covers students while practicing at the school, students need to have liability protection for themselves outside of class.  Therefore, students are required to obtain student liability insurance (as described in the Catalog) from the ABMP for the year.  Applications will be handed out in second quarter of the MTP class.  This packet will also have FREE student materials that will be helpful to each student. 

CPR: CPR certification is a requirement for the Massage Therapy Program here at Healing Arts Institute.  If you already have a current CPR certification you will not be required to take the class.  The CPR certification class is included in the tuition payment schedule you will receive from the school after the first week of classes.  If you are already certified, you will need to bring in a copy of your CPR card so your account can be credited.

Massage Tables: The students must have a massage table to practice on others outside of school.  Tables cost anywhere from $299-$900, however, the average a student spends on a massage table package is about $650.00. Your payment plan includes $550.00 toward a massage table.  If you wish to spend more you will just need to come up with the difference before the table is purchased.  You can purchase tables through the school at a 10% discount for students during table week in 1st quarter. Director of Education will be doing a demonstration on the different tables.  

Required Massages: You are required to receive a massage by an LMT in 2nd, 3rd, & 4th quarter.  You will receive $10.00 if you get your massage here at Healing Arts Institute.  Quarterly massages are NOT added into your payment plan.  If you receive a massage at Healing Arts Institute you will have to pay cash or check unless it is discussed with the student account specialist prior to the appointment.  

Students will not graduate until all money owed, including any late fees, is paid in full.  

Financial Aid generally does not pay for any of the above items; however, each student’s aid differs.  Please make an appointment with the Student Account Specialist to discuss your individual financial aid package.
